Drain excess liquid from kitchen waste before
disposing.

Tie wooden boards in bundles up to 10 cm wide
and 2 cm thick along with wood blocks not
exceeding 8 cm on any side in bundles of up to 15
cm in diameter and 50 cm in length. (Up to 3
bundles may be disposed of at a time.)

Dispose of any small plastic, leather, or rubber
items in garbage bags with food scraps as

burnable garbage. (There are items that do not fall

under this category, so please refer to the garbage|
sorting dictionary).

Garbage must fit in a 45 liter garbage bag where
the top can be tied. Dispose large items that
cannot fit into the bag as "Oversized Garbage."
Divide cans, bottles, and plastic waste into
separate plastic bags. Small electronics can be put
into the same bag as cans for disposal.
Empty any remaining product and wash inside of
dirty containers lightly before disposal.
Make sure aerosol spray cans are completely
empty before disposal. (Collected on all holidays
except the end of/new year holiday.)
* Collection boxes for used ink cartridges are located at:
the entrance to Seika Town Office, Seika Town
Community Hall, Kashinoki-en and Mukunoki Center.
Recycling collection occurs on the operating days of
these places.

*Items that cannot be disposed of: Business waste (waste from restaurants, construction, offices or any other waste produced from business activities),
tires, batteries, used oil, fire extinguishers, paint, fertilizers, mulch/weed growth prevention sheets, chemicals, construction waste materials, extremely
large or heavy items, recyclable home appliances (air conditioners, televisions, refrigerators, and washing/drying machines), cement blocks, dirt, etc.
*Scrap material and waste from home improvement projects, car maintenance, large tree and yard waste are considered construction or commercial
waste and must be disposed of accordingly, as they do not meet the criteria of acceptable waste for garbage collection.

Be Careful of How You Throw Away Garbage

For Dividing Non-burnable Garbage & Oversized Garbage

Items that you can put in 45 liter trash bag and are able
to tie up the opening, can be thrown it out as
"non-burnable garbage."

For items that are too big for a 45 liter bag, throw them
out as "oversized garbage."

Often Mistaken Trash
Put these into a trash bag and dispose of as "non-burnable garbage."
