Water Throwing in your Daily Life

Throwing water on roads, gardens and in front of the entrance to your house
is an old Japanese custom. The water thrown on the ground has a cooling
effect, and it was often used in the summer to take the edge off the heat.

When you throw water on the ground, it evaporates taking some of the heat
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with it and cooling off the ground. In the mornings and evenings when it is cooler, spreading water
around areas with good shade and a cool breeze will have a greater effect.

When throwing water, in order to conserve, try to use left over bath water or rain water that has collect-
ed to avoid wasting water from the tap.

Seika also provides financial support for the installation of tanks to collect rainwater.
